Recommended action

The complainant must be made aware that the matter cannot be investigated unless at some point the journal
editor informs the corresponding (or complained-about) author (due process).

The first stage must be a simple comparison of the relevant (two) texts. A simple side-by-side comparison by the
editor for the simpler forms of plagiarism - a more thoughtful analysis by the editor if paraphrasing or types of
‘self-plagiarism’ are alleged.

What if the editor reasonably determines that there is significant overlap of text? +
What if the corresponding/complained-about author accepts the position of the complainant? +

What if the corresponding/complained-about author rejects the position of the complainant? +
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
